On October 20th 1882 public transit was
successfully tested in Winnipeg with regular
service starting the next day. Thefirst service
in Winnipeg consisted of four horse drawn
street cars on tracks.

The Winnipeg Electric Co. continued to
operate afine fleet of streetcars, trolley
coaches and buses through the twentieth
century.

125 years later with a fleet of 533 diesel
buses Winnipeg Transit continues to provide
the citizens of Winnipeg with efficient,
reliable, and affordable public transit.
